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INTRODUCTION

	Text site name instead of logo on mobile view
	The logo at the top left hand side of the webpage will be changed to display the organisation name in text on the mobile view. This is to make the organisation name easier to view on a mobile, as the full desktop logo with icon is hard to read. The NHS logo will still show in the footer on the mobile view.

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	Profile content type
	We are developing a profile content type, which will give admin users the ability to add Profile Cards to their pages.  This module could be used to display board members or director’s information on a webpage.

	New RTE Image wizard
	We plan to add a new feature to the Rich Text Editor to allow assigning an existing image to a page.  This will allow the admin user to have more choice over the image sizes they can select from. The user can select the RTE Image wizard icon, then search for existing images and will have the option to pick an image out of a choice of one of the five default sizes.  This will remove the reliance of knowing the content id and give greater flexibility of the image sizes that can be added.
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	Carousel Module pause and play option
	Addition of a new carousel module which will have the ability to play and pause the carousel and add alt text to help satisfy accessibility needs.

	New Cookie prompt to be added to existing websites.
	A friendlier cookie notice will replace the existing grey cookie message, which spans across the website. The new compact cookie message will display at the bottom of the page.

	Delimiter to amend text label on links

	Currently when adding in components with links to the full story, the user can change the label of the link via the View All Label field, but that label will be used for all sections e.g. ‘Continue Reading’ and cannot be changed per item. This new change will introduce a comma delimiter, so that each sections link can be editable to give it a more meaningful description to aid accessibility.

Allow the "View all" label to accept a list of multiple entries, separated by a comma, which are used as the button labels within a collection.

I.e. the first button takes the first entry in the list, the second the second entry etc. If no specific entry then use the default.
