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INTRODUCTION
The NHS Wales Release Management Policy considers that effective Release Management is essential for protecting the integrity of the operational environment. A key objective of the release process is ensuring that users, support staff and other stakeholders are kept informed as to what is planned and how this will affect them. One of the ways that this can be achieved is through the publication of release notes prior to deployment of the Release. 

These notes contain information on the agreed scope and content of Release id CMS/03-2019 for the CMS descriptions of new or modified functionality and problem fixes, descriptions of new problems and workarounds identified during the testing of this Release, training requirements, deployment instructions, references to deployment and back-out plans and key dates within the release process.

	DoS Plugin
	The Directory of Services (DoS) plugin enables users to find a service in their area from a list of available services e.g. Emergency departments, GP Practices, Opticians, Dentists, etc. 
This can be dragged and dropped onto a webpage and configured using the available list of options. 




Service finder
The user can enter their postcode and find a local service. They will be presented with any results, map and address details.

	Automatic Welsh translation tool, to copy an English page and to automatically produce a draft page in Welsh.




	RTE image gallery hyphen bug fix
	When using the Rich Text Editor image wizard, if searching for an image where the page has a hyphen in the title, it will not find related galleries on the inline edit. This change will prevent this from happening. 

	Related Content links
	Related Content links can be added to a page via the Collection plugin. The admin can select ‘Edit’ to add a Custom list of pages to display as a related content set. The admin can choose to show the parent and children pages or just the parent. The admin can also change the title of the Box from the default label title of ‘Related Content’ to something more meaningful via the label option and change the text colour and background colour. 
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	Page jump on mobile sites
	On the mobile view, the header was snapping into place rather than scrolling smoothly. This change will fix this issue. 



	Remove Capitals only default from title
	 The title of a plugin currently defaults to capital letters regardless of the way the title is added.  This change will mean the text will show as typed.

Automatic content translation through the CMS system



This process diagram, depicts the steps to automatically translate English content into Welsh, once the translation plugin has been added to the website. 







These are the steps for translation based on the process flow diagram. 

· Create/ edit an existing page on the English site of the CMS e.g. add in text and publish as normal or select an existing page that requires the content to be translated.

· Go to the page in the backend (tree view) of the system and click the ellipsis and press Edit

· Then select the new Extended Attributes Tab.

· Where it says ‘translate this content?’ select the ‘Yes’ radio button to request the content be translated to Welsh and then Click Publish 

· A new page with the translated text, will automatically be created on the Welsh site and automatically mapped to the English version of the page. 

· To view the mapping, select the Mura Translation tab.

· To view the Welsh equivalent of the page, navigate to the Welsh version of the site and the required page and select view.

· Ensure the translation is checked for accuracy before publishing.

· The Welsh version of the page, will automatically be set as a ‘Draft’ status, select ‘Publish’ once the content has been approved. 







Please Note:

If you choose to translate a single child page which sits under a parent and the parent has not yet been translated, it will create the parent on the Welsh site and the requested child page and set that to draft on the Welsh site.

Example: The Patients page has been selected, so that it maps and translates the page into Welsh.
