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The NHS Wales Release Management Policy considers that effective Release Management is essential for protecting the integrity of the operational environment. A key objective of the release process is ensuring that users, support staff and other stakeholders are kept informed as to what is planned and how this will affect them. One of the ways that this can be achieved is through the publication of release notes prior to deployment of the Release.
These notes contain information on the agreed scope and content of Release id CMS/01-2023 for the CMS descriptions of new or modified functionality and problem fixes, descriptions of new problems and workarounds identified during the testing of this Release, training requirements, deployment instructions, references to deployment and back-out plans and key dates within the release process.
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The CMS Service Management Board has overall responsibility for ensuring that these Release Notes accurately describes the Release and that it is kept under constant review and updated to reflect any modifications to the Release prior to its deployment.
