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The NHS Wales Release Management Policy considers that effective Release Management is essential for protecting the integrity of the operational environment. A key objective of the release process is to ensure that users, support staff and other stakeholders are kept informed as to what is planned and how this will affect them. One of the ways that this can be achieved is through the publication of release notes prior to deployment of the Release.
These notes contain information on the agreed scope and content of Release id CMS/06-2024 for the CMS descriptions of new or modified functionality and problem fixes, descriptions of new problems and workarounds identified during the testing of this Release, training requirements, deployment instructions, references to deployment and back-out plans and key dates within the release process.
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The CMS Service Management Board has overall responsibility for ensuring that these Release Notes accurately describe the Release and that it is kept under constant review and updated to reflect any modifications to the Release prior to its deployment.

	4.2.2 Send Alert email when Friendly/Alt URL is reset to blank
	We have identified an intermittent issue in the system where some friendly URLs are disappearing from the pages they have been applied to. This behavior is currently under investigation, and we are working to determine the root cause.
To manage this issue while we continue our investigation, we will be implementing an alert system. This alert will trigger whenever a friendly URL is detected as missing. The alert will notify the CMS Support Team and Site Admin, allowing for immediate action.

	4.2.6 Trac Anchors – Mobile View Update
	Previously, when the Trac Jobs plugin was added to the middle or bottom of a page and a user selected a jobs category, the page would refresh and return the user to the top. This caused users, particularly those on mobile devices, to have to scroll down to find the opened tab, creating a disorienting experience.
This issue has now been repaired. When users select a jobs category, the page will anchor directly to the opened tab.

	The Automatic Corresponding Content plugin displays a message to site editors within the Mura Admin when you create a new page, informing you that a holding page has been created on the equivalent other language site.
However, it has been noted that if a page is created on the front end of the website, although the warning message does appear when you go to the backend of the page, if you were to remain on the front end of the page then you would not see this alert. This could lead to a lack of awareness of the corresponding content item.
