	4.2.7 Acronym Tool Update
	We’ve enhanced the existing Acronym Tool, which allows admins to define and manage explanations for acronyms and abbreviations used across the site.
These improvements make it easier for admins to populate and maintain definitions, helping users better understand the terminology within your content.

· Visual Indicator: Acronyms and abbreviations will now display with a yellow underline, showing they’re interactive.
· Instant Explanation: When a user hovers over (or focuses on, using the keyboard) an acronym, they will see a pop-up with its full meaning and description.
· Accessible Experience: The pop-up disappears automatically when the user moves their mouse or tabs away.
· Consistent Display: Existing acronyms and abbreviations now automatically use this new behaviour – so, no extra work is needed!
· Admin Editing: In the CMS editor, admins will still see a dotted underline with a standard tooltip-style pop-up for easy editing.
