	4.2.4 New Dashboard ALT URLs area
	We have introduced a new report within the Site Dashboard area, accessible via the Reports Tab. The new report, titled "URL Redirection/Alternate URLs", allows users to easily access data related to alternate URLs and redirections for any site content. 
The alphabetical results list includes the Page Title & Alt URL, along with View and Edit icons, which enable users to navigate directly to the front or back end of the page, depending on the selected icon.

	4.2.5 New Warning Message
	We have introduced a new error warning message to alert administrators when a page URL exceeds the system's allowable length.

How it Works:
When an admin amends the title of a page that has multiple child or descendant pages, and the amendment would cause one or more of the child page URLs to exceed 255 characters, the following message will appear upon attempting to publish:

"The dynamically generated filename for this content node will be too long. Please shorten the URL Title property."

This message ensures that overly long URLs are identified and corrected before they are published.

	4.2.6 Buttons Layout Update
	During testing, an issue was identified with the "Card Title Horizontal Position" setting within the Buttons Layout, where the Centre and Right alignment options were not functioning correctly on Mobile view.

We have now implemented an update to ensure that the Buttons Layout consistently respects all alignment settings on both desktop and mobile platforms.
