	We have identified and fixed a few bug issues with Filter by Category. 
Apostrophe in Category Name Fix– When a Category containing an Apostrophe was pulled into the Filter by Category layout, the Category Tab would not Filter the results once selected. Our fix will now allow you to filter Category tabs that contain Apostrophes. 
Hide Brief Display of Code within Tabs – On first loading, some coding was briefly visible within the Category tabs of the Filter by Category display. We have added a fix to hide this code on first load.
